Clir Blaney reported that it might be necessary to re-register and possibly have
some training to rejuvenate the Neighbourhood Watch group due to data
protection rules changing.
A meeting with Robert Jenrick MP and Ian Prosser, Director of Safety & HM
Chief Inspector of Railways, to discuss issues following installation of automatic
barriers had highlighted three main problems:
